Potential areas of focus could include energy use, food
waste, diet change, re-use and recycling, transporta-
tion, and social and political activism.

Prototypes must be designed and built in Adobe XD
with 7 or more connecting screens. Submit your
entry to https:/cjam.in/ibmsubmission by Sunday;,
Sept 29 at 6:00pm ET/3:00pm PT. Prototypes must be
time-stamped by or before submission time. Test your
prototype before you submit your link and include
an abstract of up to 500 words describing your proj-
ect solution.

10 semi-finalist teams will be notified by email before
Monday. Semi-final teams must present their proto-
types for 3 minutes on camera to the judges on Mon-
day, September 30 when requested beginning at 6:00
pm ET/3:00 pm PT in order to win. IBM iX judges will
seek a demonstration of your idea and design clarity
through your presentation.
